CSEA LOCAL 881
2026 Scholarship Guidelines

Unlike most scholarships that focus on academics, this scholarship focuses on the student’s
participation in extracurricular activities, volunteerism, leadership abilities, community
commitment, civic groups, and activities that encourage a positive direction for the future. The
scholarship may be used for tuition and/or associated tuition costs for a student currently attending
or planning to attend a vocational school, trade school or college.

Who is eligible to apply for the scholarship?

Any full time or part time CSEA Local 881 member in good standing, their children OR their
dependent(s) are eligible to apply for the scholarship. The scholarship may be awarded to an
individual a maximum of two (2) times.

How do I apply for the scholarship?
¢ You must submit your completed application package to the Scholarship Committee.

e The application with the supporting documentation must be postmarked or delivered to the
CSEA Local 881 office on or before 3:00pm, Thursday, May 21, 2026.

e The application must be legible. A typed application will be easier for the scholarship
committee to read but is not mandatory. The Personal Statement must be typed.

e The completed application package will contain the following items collated and stapled in
the following order:

o Application form completed and signed.

o A personal statement describing yourself and why you think you are the best
candidate for the scholarship.

o Two letters of recommendation - on letterhead, dated, signed by the author and
written within the past year.

What is the amount of the scholarship?
The Scholarship Committee will award up to three (3) $1,000.00 scholarships.



What is the decision-making process?

A scholarship review panel, consisting of Local 881 members, will review and rate the
applications. Prior to review by the panel, all personal information is removed from the application
so that the author is anonymous. The scholarship review panel is a completely separate entity
from the permanent scholarship committee and the two groups may not have members in
common.

If your essay is not at least 250 words, your application will not be considered
for a scholarship.

VII. Letters of Recommendation

You must attach two (2) current letters of recommendation with this application. The letters may
come from employers, school officials, and organizations for which you have volunteered and/or
from people you have helped. The letters of recommendation should address your character,
work ethic, volunteerism, and pursuit of academic goals as they pertain to this scholarship, and
your relationship to the person writing the letter. The letters of recommendation must be on
letterhead, dated, written within the past year, and signed by the author.
